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The disciples and early followers of our Lord asserted with a zeal born of heartfelt conviction

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Resurrection of Jesus Christ--this startling message so electrified their ministry that their testimony "turned the world
upside down" (Acts 17:6). It is still true today: The Holy Spirit honors the witness of those who proclaim the
resurrected Jesus. They do not point primarily to moral codes, religious rituals, or theological creeds (good as these
may be in themselves), but to the living God-man who alone can save. It is to Him who is "alive forevermore"
(Revelation 1:18) that we should look in these days of dead orthodoxy and spiritual apostasy.
